For over 18 hours per day there is no electricity, scarcely any water and continual strikes and protests from the people regarding government activities effectively shutting down businesses and transport services. But amongst all this we are working extremely hard to improve our school and provide educational opportunities to the underprivileged, teaching practices and facilities to our vastly growing student population unlike those already in Nepal. In this May edition of our E-Newsletter we will share the changes we have made, the school events that have occurred over the last few months and how your support is helping us transform HCA into an even better school. We have initiated a student scholarship Family Assistance Program (FAP), where by many of our local families are both extremely poor and struggle to afford education for all their children. So to help support this situation and help whole families we utilize the FAP to sponsor entire families of children at HCA. For example, so that instead of just one out of four children reaping educational benefits we look to support all of them through this initiative in that the whole family benefits in the short & long term from receiving an education. Currently we have 61 children on scholarship schemes including 15 families at this stage.
